REGULATION
For presenting and publishing Graduation Theses or Projects: Master’s Theses and PhD Dissertations on the Website
Article 1: Scope and Application
This regulation governs the presentation of graduation theses and projects, whether Master’s thesesor PhD dissertations, in order to comply withthe provisions of the Intellectual Property Law, the Copyright Law, filing requirements in the database and publication on the School Website.

Article 2: The principles for presentinggraduation theses/projects for Master’s theses, or PhD dissertations
2.1. The format layout of a graduation thesis / projects, Master thesis, or PhD thesis includes:
(1) The main cover page;
(2) The secondary cover page;
(3) The acknowledgements page;
(4) The Declaration Page;
(5) Assignment written document (for majors of Faculty of Industrial& Fine Arts, Faculty of Civil Engineering, and Faculty of Electrical & Electronics Engineering) with both the supervisor’s and head of department’s signatures;
(6) The abstract of the graduation thesis/project, Master’s thesis or PhD dissertation;
(7) The list of contents;
(8) The list of  symbolsand/or abbreviations (if any);
(9) The list of tables, forms, pictures and/or charts (if any);
(10) . The content of the graduation thesis/project, Master’s thesis or PhD dissertation;
(11) . The list of references;
(12) . The appendix (if any).
2.2. Presentation of the graduation thesis/project, Master’s thesis or PhD dissertation should be in accordance with the guidance, promulgated with this regulation.
2.3. Graduation theses/projects, Master’s theses, or PhD dissertations for majors which have special provisions(including the Faculty of Industrial & Fine Arts and the Faculty of Civil Engineering), should comply with the special provisions of the Faculty, listed in the guidance promulgated with this regulation.
Article 3: The publication period on the website for graduation theses/projects, Master’s theses or PhD dissertations
The publication period on the school website is permanent.Students can only be considered for graduation 01 monthfollowing the publication of the graduation thesis/projectMaster’s thesis, or PhD dissertation on the website(so that all interested individuals can freely read it).
Article 4: The responsibilities of the individuals and relative entities

4.1. The responsibilities of students:
4.1.1. Are legally responsible for the content of the graduation thesis/project, Master’s thesis or PhD dissertation under his / her name as author. In cases of complaints and/or charges related to the intellectual property law, and/or copyright law where the result of the investigation verifies that the fault lies with the author, the author will be handled in accordance with  the current law (temporary suspension or dismissal from school ifnot yet eligible for graduation; revocation of the result if already eligible for graduation but not yet received the degree; revocation and retrieval of the degreeif the degree has already been awarded; being held liable to the law in accordance with the Court’s decision if there is any litigation etc.).
4.1.2. Are responsible for submitting 02 hard copies (02printed copies) to the Faculty / Department of Postgraduate Academic Affairs, and 01 hard copy (01 printed copy) and 02 CDs (the content to be presented according to the provisions of Part 4, Section 02 of the Guidance for presenting graduation theses/projects, Master theses, or PhD theses attached with this regulation) to the Library.
4.2. The responsibilities of the supervisor:
4.2.1. Monitorand remind students not to violate Copyright Law (no plagiarism, and all science citation must be listed in the list of references).
4.2.2. The supervisor evaluates and decides whether or not a graduation thesis/project, Master thesis, or PhD dissertation can be presented for defence at the Council. Therefore, if there is any suspicion of copyright violation, the supervisor needs to cooperate with the Faculty for immediate verification before the defence at the Council. The supervisor must not allow a student to proceed to the defence without knowing whether or not there has been a violation of the Intellectual Property Law or the Copyright Lawinthe graduation thesis/project, Master’s thesis, or PhD dissertation.
4.3. The Department of Computing &Computer Services is responsible for filing the content of graduation theses/projects, Master’s theses or PhD dissertations into the database and publication on the School website within01 week of the date of signing the receipt for the hard copies and CDs from the Faculty / Department of Postgraduate Academic Affairs.
4.4. The Department of Inspection and Internal Supervision, and the Faculty are responsible for verification of complaints and/or charges related to intellectual property rights or copyrights; and to conduct the handling procedures and propose forms of handling or discipline.
4.5. The Faculties/Department of Postgraduate Academic Affairs are responsible for dissemination, monitoring and guidance to students, to conduct their theses/projects/ dissertations according to this regulation. The Faculties and the Department of Postgraduate Academic Affairs are responsible for the transfer of the hard copies and CDs to the the Department of Computing & Computer Services within 10 days after the publication of results(for undergraduate students) and 01 week from the day the Grading council accept the modified content of the thesis / dissertation (for postgraduate students).
Article 5: Implemention of the provisions
5.1. This regulation is appliedfor students’graduation theses / projectsof bachelor, master and Ph.D grades fromthe Academic Year 2012-2013.
5.2. This regulation replaces Directive 51 / ĐT-HD, which instructed the presentation of graduation theses/projects of the Department of Academic Affairs promulgated on February 11th, 2009 and instructions from other faculties, departments and centers under the School.
5.3. This regulation takes effect from the date of signing. During the implementation, This regualtion may be adjusted or modified according the relative parties and the President’s decision.
Receivers:
1. Faculties, attached Schools (for implementation);
2. The Department of Computing & Computer Services (or cooperation in implementation);
3. DEMASTED, Department of Postgraduate Academic Affairs,Department of Inspection and Internal Supervision (for invigilating the implementation, supervising and handling);
4. Filing the Department of Administrative Operations, School Management Board.
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
